SECOND LIBERTY LOAN TOUR;

SPEAKS FIRST AT CLEVELAND

WILL GO TO THE PACIFIC COAST

Five Billion Dollars and Ten Million
Subscribers Fixcd cs Coal—~Vasl

Publicity Campaign Has

Been Arranged.

The Treasury Department authorizes
the following:

Secretary McAdoo arrived in Cleveland
from Washington to-day and officially
opened the second liberty loau campaign.
The Secretary’s trip will extend across
the continent to the Pacific coast. He will
deliver a number of speeches in cities en
route and on his return to arouse the
interest of the people in the loan and the
necessity of placing their funds at the
disposal of the Government at this time.

The Secretary has fixed the amount of
the loan at $3,000,000,000, reserving the
right to allot 50 per cent of the oversub—
scription. He hopes that the subscrip
tions will amount to not less than
35.000.000.000 and that the number of
subscribers will he at least 10,000,000.

Campaign‘started Everywhere.

So the campaign started to-day in every
city, town, and hamlet of the United
States with “$5,000.000,000 and 10,000,
000 subscribers " as the country’s goal.
From the opening of its doors to-day and
extending until the close of business Octo
ber 27, the last day of the campaign, the
Treasury Department will put forth every
effort to make liberty bonds the upper
most subject discussed in the schoolroom,
the workshop, the office, and the home
throughout the country.

Many cities opened the campaign
with distinctive demonstrations. Factory
whistles blew, aerial bombs were sent up,
flags dew, and various other features
were employed to arouse enthusiasm.

Each subscriber to a liberty bond will
receive a “ badge of honor,“ as the official
liberty loan button is described by Secre
tary McAdoo. Ton million of these but
tons have already been ordered and are
now in the hands of the Federal reserve
district liberty loan committees for dis
tribution.

Posters Ready for Circulation.
Five million liberty loau posters, in 10

designs, 500,000 liberty lonn window
cards, 5,000.000 liberty loan automobile
wind-shield pasiers, and 23.000 ooo liberty
loan poster stamps have been prepared
and are ready for circulation.

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DR. GARFIELD CUTS ANTHRAClTE
l PEA COAL PRICES; GIVES METHOD

FOR FIXING RETAILERS’ MARGINS
Increase of Thirty Per Cent

Over. Dealers’ Margins in

I915 Permitted in Order

of Fuel Administrator“
Must Have Fair Profit if
Public Is to Get Cool.

H. A. Garfield, Fuel Administrator, has
issued an order describing the method by
which retail coal and coke dealers shall
fix their maximum gross margins, viz,
the diil‘erence between the average cost
of coal or coke at the retailer's yard,
wharf, or siding, and the price at which
they sell it to the consumer.

Under the plan announced, the retailer
ascertains his retail margin in the year
1915, when more normal conditions pre
vailed than at present. To this he may
add not to exceed 30 per cent of that mar
gin, which, of course, includes his profits
at that time. It is provided, however,
that in no case shall the gross margin
added by any retail dealer exceed the re
tail margin added by him during July.
1917.

The first consideration of the Fuel Ad
ministrator must be to get coal to the
consumer, and the dealers can not be ex
pected to make the extraordinary eil‘orts
which they must make this winter. if
everybolly'is to get coal, unless they are
given a reasonable profit.

Mr. Garfield believes that this plan will
result in determining at once in each com
munity a retail margin fair to both the
consumer and the dealer; and that, this
being a fact, the public uncertainty re
garding retail coal prices, and the uncer
tainty as to whether or not to buy will be
entirely removed. It is possible that
in some communities the percentage of
increase of the present cost of retail
coal business is more than 30 per cent in
excess of the cost in 1015. When this can
be clearly" demonstrated. the local fuel
administrator will be empowered to rec
ommend a readjustment. All such read
justments I mst be taken up in the first
instance with the local committees; to be
appointed by the State fuel administra
tors. lieadjustment, also, will be made.
whenever the Fuel Administrator learns
that ihe retail margin added by any dealer
is too high. In this connection Mr. Gar
field stated emphatically that in fixing
this margin the dealer is under no obliga
tion to increase his 1915 margin by the
full 30 per cent.

Nearly Two Million American
Women Have Th us For Enlisted

The Food Administration authorizes
the following:

A house to house canvass of the
22,000,000 families in the United States
and the enrollment of every man and
woman of the Nation in a mighty food
conservation army that will win the war
is the task that the Food Administration
has undertaken for the week of October
21 to 28.

Herbert Hoover, the United States
Food Administrator, has formally an
nounced this final campaign that will ep
llst eVery citizen in the world war for
democracy. In a personal statement and
appeal he sets forth the problem and its
solution. “On the success of this un
precedented adventure' in democracy,”
says the Food Administrator in his ap
peal, “ will largely stake the issue of the
war.”

“Food Will Win the War,” Battle Cry.
" Food will win the war," is the battle

cry. Nearly 2,000,000 women have taken
the pledge to furnish the food our allies
and overseas armies require, and already
they are visibly increasing the available
supplies. The small amount which each
individual is asked to save through sub
stitution and avoidance of waste when
multiplied by millions becomes an effec
tive total. The whole problem will be
solved if the American people will eat
less of the foods which, because of their
concentrated nutritive value, must be
sent abroad, and more of_ other foods of
which there is abundance. The foods
that must be saved are wheat, beef, pork.
dairy products, and sugar; those that
should be used generously are fish, p'oul
try, fruit, vegetables, and all cereals ex
cept wheat.

Appeal by Mr. Hoover to the Public
to Join Food Conservation Forces

Herbert Hoover, Federal Food Admin

istrator, makes the following announce

ment:
“ The week of October 21 to 28 has been

selected for a Nation-wide campaign to
complete the enrollment of our forces in
conservation of our food supply.

“The harvest is now in hand, and we
can measure the world's food resources.

“The available supplies this harvest
year are less than last year; the demand
upon us is greater than last year, and
from the last harvest we exported more
than we could really afford. We can
only meet the call upon us next year by
savings and by substitution of com—
modities which can not be transported.

“The allies are our first line of de
fense. They must be fed, and food will
win the war. All Europe is on rations
or’restricted supplies. Only in our own
country is each one permitted to judge
for himself the duty he owes his coun
try in food consumption, although the
world depends upon us to guard and pro
vide its food supply.

“This is a duty of necessity, humanity,
and honor. As a free people we have
elected to discharge this duty, not under
autocratic decree but without other re

straint than the guidance of individual
conscience. 0n the success of this un
precedented adventure in democracy will
largely stake the issue of the war.

" We are asking every householder.
every hotel, restaurant, and dealer; in
foodstuffs in the Nation to become a
member of the Food Administration for
conservation, and to pledge themselves
to follow, in so far as circumstances per
mit, the suggestions that will be offered
from time to time as to measures of food
savings.

“For us there is no threat of priva
tion. We wish only that our people
should'eat plenty, but wisely and without
waste. Wisdom in eating is to make
possible such adjustments in our food
consumption, shipping, and war neces
sities as will allow us to fulfill our duty
in exports to our allies. By elimination
of waste we serve ourselves economically
and morally.

“I therefore appeal to the churches
and to the schools for their assistance
in this crusade; to all the organizations
for defense, local and national; to all the
agencies, commercial, social, and civic,
that they join the administration in this
work for the fundamental safety of the
Nation."

ATJGUST EXPORTS snow A GAIN 0F $115,000,000

Exports in August were valued at

$490,009,828, a gain of $115,500,000 over
July, according to a statement just is
sued by the Bureau of Foreign and Do
mestic £30mmerce of the Department of
Commerce. The total exports for the 12
months ended with August were valued
at $6,200,219,805. For the previous 12
months the total was $4,759.285,590.

Imports for_August were valued at
$270,509,379, a gain of $45,000,000 as com
pared with July. For the 12 months
ended with August American purchases
abroad totaled $2,773,751,498, an impor
tant increase over the $2,294,873,989 of
the preceding 12 months.

Merchandise entered free of duty in
August amounted to 72.1 per cent of the
total. a

The imports of gold in August were
$18,092,170 and the exports $46,049,306.

The
other members are Dr. R. L. Wilbur,
head of the food conservation division of
the Food Administration; Charles Sum
ner Ward, the Y. M. G. A. fund raiser;
and I. Ida Tarbell, with Harvey J. Hill
as campaign manager.

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GERMAN LINE T0 SEA THREATENED

BY THE BRITISH GAINS LAST WEEK,
WAR DEPARTMENT REVIEW SAYS

Ostend-Lille Railway Feeder to Submarine Bases Now in Range of Entente

Guns—~Fighting Stamina of Teutons Dete iorating, Though Defensive

Continues Strong—Mobilization of Amiies in America Progressing

Smmtth—Equipment DiiIicuIties Not Serious and Being Overcome.

The Committee on Public Information
Issues the following:

The Secretary of War authorized the
following statement dealing with military
activities in Europe for the w‘eek ended
September 29:

The Ypres salient continues the center
of military interest along the western
front. The Battle of Menin Road, which
promises to be one of the great battles of
the war, is following its normal course.

Last week we recorded the gains of the
British 'in this sector. This week we must
note the desperate attempts made by the
Germans to retake the lost positions.

Beginning Sunday last, the constantly
increasing violence of the connterattacks
reached a culmination on the 27th instant,
when seven powerful onslaughts by the
picked “ storm battalions " of the enemy
endeavored vainly to regain the lost ob
jectives. The village of ZOilHGDERG, the
center of

thghconflict,
is now firmly held

by the Briti .
It is evident that the efforts of the en

emy in this sector are not actuated merely
by the desire to regain lost terrain of little
more than tactical value, nor must their
persistent attacks be considered merely
the normal reaction of a modern field on
gagement, in which counter attack invari

_ ably follows upon attack, but rather it is
to be noted that the enemy realizes fully
the immense strategic importance of the
British thrust along the Menin Road.

German Coast Line Menaoed.

This new British advance in the Ypres
salient now definitely threatens the' enemy's line of communications to the
Belgian coast. The Ostend-Lille Rail
way, which in a large measure feeds the
German naval bases at Ostend and Zoe
brugge, the latter the home port of the
German high seas submarine iiotillas,
now comes within the range of the fire
of the British guns.

The superiority of the British over
their enemies was conclusively proved
during the engagements of the past week.

The battle of Menin Road, furthermore.
shows that the fighting stamina of the
Germans is deteriorating, not that the
enemy did not display great skill and
dogged determination in his repeated
counter attacks.

During the recent operations in this
sector the British captured 4,848 prison
ers, including 128 oiiicers.

Along the French front, particularly in
the Aisne sector of Brayc-Cerny-Hurte-
bise, artillery duels of intense violence
are reported.

The enemy attempted an attack upon
the French Futposts on the right bank of
the Meuse. This attack was partially
successful, and certain German units
gained a foothold in the French center,
where a violent combat took place. which

ended in the French regaining the lost
positions.

Along the whole French front Ger an
storm contingencies harassed the French
lines, though their attacks were every
where repulsed. The operations of maxi
mum importance were north of Verdun,
where the enemy made use of liquid fire in
an eifort to record some.distinct success.

The outstanding feature of the recent
engagements is the wastage of‘the man
power of the enemy. If we compare the
combat front of Verdun in 1916, held by
12 German divisions, with the combat
front along the Aisne in 1917, held by 14
divisions, both of practically the same
length, it is found that during the same
period of time, from May to September,
1916 and 1917, respectively, the enemy en
gaged along the Verdun front 25 new di
visions last year; along the Aisne 35 new
divisions this year.

So great has the wastage of enemy
forces become, owing to the improved me
chanical means of the allies and the per
fection of their methods of combat, that
the Germans are obliged to maintain in
reserve as a minimum guarantee for the

- safety of their battle line in the west at
least 40 divisions. \

West the Principal Battle Front.
The western front thus remains the

principal battle front of the war. It is
still strongly held by the enemy, and his
defensive strength, while shaken. remains
powerful.

Emulating their German allies, the Aus
trians have made desperate attempts to
regain the lost ground which the Italians
have taken during their olfcnsives 0f the
past few weeks. It is especially along the
Bainsizza Plateau that the Austrians
concentrated their efforts. Not only
were their attacks unsuccessful, but the
Italians were even able to extend their
gains as a result of further terrain lost
by the enemy.

The Italians have now completed the
occupation of the entire Bainsizza Pla
teau and are consolidating their posi
tions there. Along the other sectors of
the Italian front in the Trentino and
the Julian Alps the enemy made various
minor assaults, which were easily re
pulsed.

News from Russia continues slight.
Further reinforcements of the enemy
forces are recorded in the Riga sector,
and indications are that the Germans
contemplate extending their gains across
the Dwina. The German offensive was
halted after the capture of Riga, ap
parently to resume the Roulnanian cam
paign with a view to completing the con
quest of Moldavia, and. if possible, push
inzr on into Bessarabia, in order to seize
the rich grain and other supplies known
to be stored there.

CIIANGES MADE IN STATIONS

0F FUREIGN TRADE AGENTS

The Secretary of Commerce authorizes
the following:

“A slight but unimportant change in the
program framed by the Department of
Commerce for some of its foreign trade
investigators in Asiatic Russia and parts
of Europe is about to be put in operation
as the consequence of abnormal condi
tions prevailing in those regions.

“ It is now impossible to secure commer
cial information at many points. and
“hat is obtainable at this time carries
little value as a permanent contribution
to our knowledge of foreign conditions.
Therefore, in response to recommenda
tions made by the several investigators
indicated, four of them will be sent to
more prolific fields of enterprise for
American industry, and two of them re
called to headquarters at Washington
pending the formulation of a definite plan
for commercial investigation in other
countries. _“ The foreign studies of the department
are by this change transferred from coun
tries where adequate results can not now
be forlhcoming to fields where there is a
promise of more profitable trade for our
exporters.

“The plan responds to urgent invita
tions from many parts of Europe and
South America, where considerable trade
awaits us if our men are on the ground
to collect the data necessary and to culti
vate commercial relations.

“The procedure above described has
been submitted to several of the most ox
perienced exporters of this country and
has received their approbation.

“ These facts will serve to resolve any
doubts that may be felt by exporting indi
viduals or organizations that the depart
ment expects to relinquish in any degree
its active prosecution of the export trade.“

From Macedonia we have no news of
importance. The heat during the past
week has prevented much activity. How
ever, a raid by the combined French and
Albanian contingents, the latter belonging
to the forces of Essnd Pasha, carried out
in the Skumbi Valley, should be men
tioned.

The mobilization of the National Guard
in their camps is proceeding rapidly, and
the formation of reorganized divisions is
taking place. This reorganization is ne
cessitated by the conditions of the present
war and requires larger regiments and
certain machine-gun and other units not
typical heretofore. Some misumierstand
ing of the reorganization has arisen; but
its purpose and military necessity are be
ing explained, and the division command

_ ers are doing their utmost to preserve the
local associations and historic memories
of these State forces.

The. assembling of the National Army in
the cantonments has gone on with smooth
ness and success. Equipment difficulties
are not serious and are being rapidly over
come. The most obvious shortage is in
rifles, but an adequate supply for all pur
poses will soon be at hand, and no delay
in training results from the shortage.

THE WHITE HOUSE,

The war is bringing to the minds of our
people a new appreciation of the problems of national life and a

deeper understanding of tho manlng and aims of democracy. Mat
ters which heretofore have seemed commonplace and trivial are seen
in a truer light. The urgent demand for the production and proper
distribution of food and other national resources has made us aware

of the close dependence of individual on individual and nation on
nation. The afoot to keep up so'm'al and industrial organizations m

“spite ofthe withdrawal of men for the Army has revealed the cal-tent

to which modern life has become complea: and specialized
Those and other lessons of the war must be learned gulcth if we

are intelligently and successfully to defend our institutions. When
the war is over we must apply the wisdom which we have acquired
in purging and ennoblz'ng the life of the world.

In these vital tasks of acquiring a broader view of human possi
bilities the common school must have a large art. I urge that teach
ers and other school ofi'icers increase material y the time and attention
devoted to instruction bearing directly on the problems of conwnunity

Such a plea is in no way foreign to the spirit of Amorican public
ract'lccs. IVor is it a plea for a temporary

enlargement of the schoo program appropriate merely to the period
of the war. It is a plea for a realization in ublic education of the
new emphasis which the war has given to th

e

and to the broader conceptions o
f national life.

In order that there may be definite material at hand with which the
schools may at once expand their teaching, I have asked Mr. Hoover
and Commissioner Clapton td organize the proper agencies for the
preparation and distribution of suitable lessons for the elementary
grades and for the high school classes.

f illustrating in a'concrete way what can.

be undertaken in the schools and o

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BROCEEDINGS OF THE CONGRESS OF THE UNITED STATES BRIEFLY TOLD

831i ATE.
The conferees on the war tax revenue

hill reached a final agreement late Sat
urday afternoon. The report must first
go to-the House. Senator Simmons said
he expected the Senate to adopt the re
port after a discussion of not more than
two days, but there are indications of a
determined struggle on the part of some
Senators to repudiate the action of the
managers on the part of the Senate and
attempt to send the measure back to
conference. As revised by the conferees
the total amount of revenue expected to
be raised by the bill is $2,610,000.000.
The inheritance taxes and taxes on life
insurance policies in the House bill and
struck out by the Senate were restored.
Many items'struck out in the Senate on
the ground that they are comparatively
inconsequential and would be a source
of irritation have been reinserted in the
bill. Taken as a whole, however,

‘Senator Simmons and Representative
Kitchin are pleased with the results of
the conference and both agreed in .1
statement that the measure is a better
one than when it went into conference.
Disposition of this report is the big
piece of business before the Senate this
week.

Bills Still Under Consideration.
The soldiers' insurance bill will be

called up later in the week and pressed
for prompt consideration. There has
been opposition to this bill in commit
tee, and it will find expression on the
floor of the Senate. The soldiers‘ civil
rights bill is still in committee. where
the members of the Judiciary Commit~’
tee having it in charge are divided as to
its constitutionality? Much pressure is
being exerted to permit this bill to go
over until the next session. It the in
surauce and the civil rights bill are both
pressed, adjournment by the first of next
week is not anticipated. Senator
Pomerene has already notified the Sen
ate that he will not call up the export
trade bill until the next session. This
removes one measure that was bound to
precipitate a protracted debate. At
least one day must be set apart this
week for the consideration of nomina
tions-In addition to the three nomina
tions to the Interstate Commerce Com
mission there are.a number of other im
portant civil appointments and a large
number of military promotions. The
Military Committee favorably reported
the promotion of Col. Carl Reichmann,
to be a brigadier general, on Saturday.

Saturday Senator Kellogg. of Min
nesota, laid before the Senate without
having them read resolutions adopted by
the Minnesota State Public Safety Com
mission reciting the recent speech" of
Senator La Foliette and asking that he
be expelled from the Senate. The Vice
President also laid before the Senate
four comrhunications received by him re
ferring to statements made by the Wis
consin Senator and asking that the Sen
ate take action. All the papers were re
ferred to the Committee on Privileges
and Elections, of which Mr. Pomerene, of
Ohio. is chairman.

The Senate passed the Weeks bill to
protect the men of the National Army
now being trained in camps and canton
ments from commercialized vice. The bill
creates a zone around each camp within
which no questionable resort may be con
ducted. Power is given to the War and
Navy Departments to extend these zones
as conditions may require.

The trading-with-the—eneiny bill has
been signed by the Vice President and
Speaker and sent to the President for
his approval.

A number of Senators are discussing
the advisability of passing a resolution
reaffirming the war aims of the United
States and approving the administration‘s
war policy. Such a resolution. they say,
would be a complete answer to Members
of both Houses who have made. speeches
against the war and in criticism of the
administration.

Among confirmations made by the Sen
ate Saturday were the following: Byron
S. Newton, of New York, to be collector
of customs at New York; John 0. Davis
to be collector of customs and James H.
Barry to be naval officer of customs, both
at San Francisco.

Conferences on the $900,000,000 de
ficiency bill began to-day. (iont‘erees ap
pointed for the Senate Saturday were
Senators Martin, Shafroth. Underwood,
Warren. and Smoot.

HOUSE.
Declaring it to be the most important

and imperative need of the time. Chair
man Fitzgerald, of the Appropriations
Committee. has introduced a resolution
for the creation of a single committee to
have charge of and control all appropria
tions for the period of the war. He holds
that a single committee should be con
versant with the requests of every branch
of the Government. and that through such
an agency, the public interests can be
better served and economy in expendi
tures enforced. ,

Chairman Kitchin, of the Ways and
Means Committee, this morning called up
the conference report on the war-tax reve
nue bill. As soon as it is disposed of Mr.
Webb, 01‘ the Judiciary Committee, will
bring up the soldiers’ and sailors’ civil
rlghts bill in the expectation of passing it
this week. The .adoption of the confer
ence report on the urgent deficiency bill
will cause but little discussion, and when
these matters are finished the House will
have wound up the entire legislative pro
gram and be ready for adjournment.

English Foocl Prices
Likely to Stay High,

Lord Rhondda Says,

Telling of Eflorts to

Cut Cost to Public

In his latest open statement to the
British public. just received by the
United States Food Administration, Food
Controller Lord llhondda. of England, re
peats and enlarges upon the warning that
the consumer can not expect a Consider
able approach toward the scale of prices
that existed before the war.

“ The consumer should understand that
he must. of necessity, pay high prices,"
he declares. and says that he as food con
troller can do no more than “ see that sup
plies nre forthcoming as far as they are
available and that the prices are not ex
cessive."

“My policy, broadly stated," he says,
“ is to fix the prices of those articles of
prime necessity over the supply of which
I can obtain effective control at all stages
from the producer down to the retailer.

“ Such prices will, as far as possible, be
fixed on the principle of allowing a rea
sonable prewar profit to those engaged in
the production and distribution of the
particular commodity. indeed, the policy
will in effect he one of determining profits
at every stage, though it will take the
form of fixing prices. Every effort will
be made to prevent speculation, and un
necessary middlemen will be eliminated.
Existing agencies—I make a strong point
of this—will be utilized for purposes of
distribution under license and control,
and under the supervision of local food
controllers to be appointed by the local
authorities.

“ I am anxious that producer, seller, and
consumer should realize that the action
which is being taken by the department
is based on definite and carefully thought
out lines, and that prices are not being
interfered with in a haphazard way or
without purpose. While I am priumrily
concerned with the protection of the con
sumers, I have to see that the legitimate
interests of food producers and other
traders are safeguarded. and. above all,
'to avoid as far as practicable action which
may tend to curtail the necessary sup
plies.

“ It is. of course, impossible that in this
crisis supplies can he provided to the
same extent or with such regularity as in
times of peace, and the consumer should
also understand that he must of nw-cssity
pay high prices. My object is to see that
supplies are forthcoming as far as they
are available. and that the prices are not

excessive. I am glad to be able to say
that the general position of our essential
food supplies is satisfactory. but I can not
urge too strongly on everyone the abso
lute need for economy in the use of all
foodstuffs.”

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CAMP COMMUNITY RECREATION

PLANS OUTLINED IN REPURT

Community creation for soldiers and

sailors in ca ) in training for the new
American Army, and the manner in which
this recreation is to be carried on, is ex
plained in a report just made public to
Raymond B. Fosdick, chairman of the
War and Navy Department commissions
on training camp activities. The report
was made by Victor B. Manning, one of
the field secretaries of the Playground
and Recreation Association of America,
through whose experienced workers in

.the field provision is being made for fur
nishing leisuretime recreation of all
sorts for the men in uniform at the
80 or more camps throughout the country.

Need $3,750,000 for Work.
“ Three dollars for each soldier and

sailor "—a total of $3,750,000 is to be
raised during the next six to eight weeks
for this purpose. A national committee
has been named by Secretary Baker to
conduct the campaign for the war camp
community recreation fund. To bring
camp and community into happy, healthy
contact, is the purpose of this fund.

Mr. Manning in his report to Mr.
F sdick shows the relation of the war

mp community recreation fund to the
work which is being done inside the
camps by the Young Men’s Christian As
sociation, the Knights of Columbus, the
Young Men’s Hebrew Association, the
American Library Association, and
other agencies, and in the exclusion of
'vice and vicious resorts'ffom the neigh
borhood of each camp.

He shows also how the Playground
and Recreation Association of America,
through work done by its representa
tives, already has demonstrated the
great value—indeed, the imperative
need—of building up all sorts of proper
recreation and amusement for establish
ing camp and community on the best
basis.

Manner of Organizing.

As to the manner in which'the work
will be organized, Mr. Manning reports
that in each city near a camp, social and
recreational forces will be brought to
gether‘in one committee—representatives
of churches, clubs, lodges, schools, col
leges. recreation centers. parks. moving
picture agencies, women‘s agencies—in
fact. every force for good in the com
munity that can be used in working for
the highest welfare of the enlisted men.
A census to be taken will show the men’s
church preference, trade or profession, of
what societies they are members, what

their special interests in dramatics,

athletics. music. or other amusements or

recreations may be, and what other spe

cial interests they have._'____T___

Dr. Anna Howard haw, of the woman’s
committee of the Councii of National De
fense, is sending out a circular letter to
the chairmen of the State divisions, re
questing them to give widespread pub
licity to the fact that a vital need of the
Government at the present time is for
stenographers and typewriters. The
woman's committee has no placement bu
reau to supply this need. but is urging

' women to learn stenography as one way

at
taking up arms in defense of the coun

y.

Unusual Demand for Labor.

The circular reads:
“Owing to the unusual demand for la

bor 'of all kinds caused by the war, the
United States Civil Service Commission
is having great difficulty in supplying the
needs of the departments and offices at
Washington, D. C., for typewriter opera
tors and for stenographers and type
writers, and it has asked the woman’s
committee to assist it in bringing to the
attention of women throughout the coun
try an opportunity for them to help the
Government in a practical way.

“ The commission urges, on the ground

of patriotism, that women who are trained
in stenography or typewriting. or both, en

ter open competitive examinations at once,

and that those who have not such training
immediately undergo instruction in ex

actly the same spirit that has moved

them to attend classes in first-aid nurs
ing—that is, the spirit of helpfulness.

Hundreds of business schools throughout

the country are prepared to give this

training, and proficiency in typewriting
may be acquired at home through careful

study and close application.

Hay Learn at Home.

“A working knowledge of typowriting
may be gained in from one to two months;

stenography, of course, takes longer; but

typewriter operators, as well as stenogra
pliers and typewriters, are in great de

mand. All who pass the examinations

for the departments and offices at Wash

ington, D. G., are practically assured of a

certification for appointment at salaries

ranging from $1,000 to $1,200 a year."

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WEEKLY STATEMENT OF

FEDERAL RESERVE BOARD

The Federal Reserve Board’s weekly
statement shows the condition of the Fed
eral reserve banks as at close of busi
ness on September 28, except of the San
Francisco bank. For the latter figures of
the week before are given, no telegraphic
data for September 28 having been re
ceived by the board in time to be consoli
dated with the figures for the other banks.

Higher money rates prevailing during
the week apparently caused a larger de
mand for accommodation at the New
York bank, which reports large increases
in member banks' collateral notes on
hand secured mainly by liberty loan bonds
and United States certificates of indebted
ness, besides considerable purchases of
acceptances in the open market. The
bank disbursed during the week 112.5
millions of funds advanced to the allied
Governments, 40 millions going to the
French, 35 millions to the British, 15
millions each to the Italian and Russian
Governments, and 7.5 millions, to the
Belgian . Government. These operations
called for heavy withdrawals of funds
from local depository institutions in ad
dition to transfers to New York in some
volume from other reserve banks. The
bank reports a decrease of 49.6 millions in
total reserves, together with increases of
62 millions in total investments, of 5 mil
lions in net deposits, and of 7.3 millions
in note circulation.

Decrease in Deposit Reserves.
A decrease of about 24 millions is shown

in thedmnks‘ combined deposit reserves.
Aggregate note reserves increased about
19.6 millions during the week, while total
cash reserves show a decline of 4.4 mil
lions. Of the total of 29.1 millions of
Federal reserve notes placed in circula
tion during the week, 19.2 millions are
secured by gold, the remainder having
been issued against commercial paper.
As a result the banks’ note reserve shows
a decline from 81.4 to 80.8 per cent.
Their deposit reserves shows an even
larger decline, from 78.6 to 74.5 per cent.

Discounted paper on hand shows an in
crease for the week of 49.6 millions, prac
tically all at the New York bank. 0f the

'total discounts, over one-half, or 122.5
millions, is represented by member banks'
collateral notes. About 64.7 millions of
these notes had as their collateral liberty
loan bonds or United States certificates.
Large open-market purchases by the Bos
ton and New York banks are mainly re
sponsible for the increase of 15.7 mil
lions in the amount of acceptances on
hand. No substantial changes in other
investments are shown.

Total earning assets increased 65.3 mil
flions for the week and constitute at
present 851 per cent of the bank‘s paid-in
Capital, .compared with 741 per cent
shown the week before. Of the total, dis
counts constitute 46.2 per cent, accept
ances 35 per cent, and United States se
curities 18.8 per cent.

Government Deposits Increase.
Owing to the heavy withdrawals of

Government funds from depositary banks,

DEALERS BY FUEL ADMINISTRATOR GARFIELD

REGULATIN G METHOD OF FIXING GROSS MARGIN S

The formal order to retailers issued by
the Fuel Administrator regulating retail
margins is as follows:

FUEL ADMINISTRATION,
ll-‘ashingtml, October 1, 1.917.

To all persons, firms, corporations, and
associations engaged in the handling
and sale of coal or coke at retail, here
inafter referred to as retailers or retail
dealers: '

The President of the United States, in
pursuance of the provisions of the act of
Congress approved August 10, 1917, en
titled “An act to provide further for the
national security and defense by encour
aging the production, conserving the sup
ply. and controlling the distribution of
food products and fuel," and particularly
for the purpose of carrying into effect the
provisions of said act relating to fuel, hav
ing on the 21st day of August, 1917, fixed
the price at which bituminous coal may be
sold at the month of the mine, and having
on the 23d day of August, 1917, fixed the
price at which certain sizes of anthracite
coal may be sold at the mouth of the mine
on and after the 1st day of September,
1917, and, by the same order, having
fixed the amount which may be paid as
commission to jobbers, now, in further
ance of the purpose for which said act
was pa'ssed and by direction of the Presi
dent of the United States, the Fuel Ad
ministrator hereby orders and directs:

On and after the 1st day of October,
1917, in making prices and sales to con
sumers, the retail gross margin (as here
inafter defined) added by any retail
dealer to the average cost (determined
as hereinafter provided) of any size or
grade of coal or coke for each class of
business shall not exceed the average
gross margin added by such dealer for the
same size or grade for each class of busi
ness during the calendar year 1915, plus

’30 per cent of said retail gross margin for
the calendar year 1915; provided, how
ever, that the retail gross margin added
by any retail dealer shall in no case ex
ceed the average added by such dealer for
the same size, grade, and class of busi-
ness during July, 1917.

By this order retailers are required to
fix a retail gross margin which may be
less than, but shall not in any instance

eiceed,
the margin added by them in

1J15 plus 30 per cent thereof.

Definition of Retail Dealer.
Every person, partnership, corporation,

or association physically receiving, han
dling. and delivering coal or coke to con
sumers is a retail coal or coke dealer
within the meaning of this order.

Definition of Retail Gross Margin.

The retail gross margins of the difi'erent
classes of retail coal and coke dealers are
defined as: ‘

(1) The difference between the price
charged by a retail coal or coke dealer to
consumers and the average cost of coal
or coke to such retailer, free on board
railroad cars at his railroad siding. yard,
pocket. or trestle, when such coal or coke
is received by hlm by rail.

(2) The difference between the price' charged by a retail coal or coke dealer
to consumers and _the average cost of
coal or coke to such retailer free along
side his wharf, pocket, or water yard,
when such coal or coke is received by
him by water.

(3) The diflerence between the price
charged by a retail coal or coke dealer
to consumers and the average cost of
00:11or coke to such retailer at whole
salers' pockets, trestles, railroad sid
ings, mines, tipples, dumps, docks, yards,
or wharves.

How to Ascertain Average Cost.
The average cost of coal or coke to

retail dealers. to which the gross retail
margin may be added, shall be ascer
tained by them for each size and grade
on the first and sixteenth days of each
calendar ‘month, according to the fol
lowing method:

The tonnage and average cost of coal
or coke on hand at the beginning of a
period is to be combined with the ton
nage and average cost of coal or coke
received during the period.

Example—Egg coal.

In the above example the average cost
per ton of egg coal to which the gross
margin should be added for sales during
the period October 1 to October 15, in
clusive, is $6; during the period October
16 to 31, inclusive, it is $5.25; and for
sales during the period November 1 to
15, inclusive, the average cost is $4.82.
The same method of computation must be
applied by each dealer in ascertaining
his average cost of each size and grade of
coal or coke.

Monthly Reports Required.
From retail dealers in various sections

of the country monthly reports will be
required by the United States Fuel Ad
ministrator and the Federal Trade Com
mission on blanks to be supplied for this
purpose. On these forms the dealers must
return the cost of coal or coke received
by them, their sales prices, and their
gross margins. Whenever necessary sup
plementary reports on accounting forms
provided therefor will be required to Show
the actual cost of conducting the retail
business and other information which
may be ruluiretl. The. accounting forms
will contain directions as to returning
[hem to the State fuel administrators.

Any persons, firms, corporations, or as
sociations not engaged in the retail coal
or coke business before January 1, 1916,
and consequently unable to determine
their retail gross margin during 1915 by
the method above described shall return
at once to the Fuel Administrator at
Washington, D. C., a sworn statement of
the average retail gross margin which
they have .received during the period they
have been in business on each grade and »

size of coal and coke and for each class
of business. Pending investigation and
action upon this information, such retail
dealers may continue to sell coal or coke
at a gross margin not to exceed the aver
age gross margin which they have re
ceived during said period: Provided, how
ever, That the above-mentioned increase
of 30 per cent shall not be added by them
to such margin, and that the retail gross
margin added by such persons, firms,
corporations, or associations to their
average cost of coal or coke shall not in
any case exceed the average retail gross
margin added by them for the same size,
grade, and class of business during the
month of July, 1917.

- Retailers’ Contracts With Consumers.

Contracts between a retail dealer and a
consumer made before this date are not
affected by this order, provided that such
contracts are bona\fide in character and
enforceable at law.

In making deliveries ofv coalor coke
under such contracts a retail dealer will
be expected to supply only the minimum
amount of any coal or coke which under
the terms thereof he can be obliged to de
liver unless and until he has met the
reasonable requirements of other con
sumers desiring to purchase coal or coke
from such dealer.

Immediate investigation into the cost
of local distribution and the profits of
retail dealers will be made by the State
fuel administrators acting through local
committees and with the aid of account
ants. ~The State fuel administrators will
be charged with the duty of recommend
ing to the Fuel Administrator remedies
for all abuses and avoidable hardships
arising under the operation of this order,
